• You don’t need a registered herd to have your cows classified. If  you decide to register
  your classified animals at a later date their score will be applied.

• Registration fee discounted by 50% for all animals (excluding base) registered
  within 6 months of  commitment to program.
• No charge to transfer ownership of  animals resident in herd prior to commitment
  to program.
• Ontario Holstein Field staff  available to help you with the registration process

of  all animals born on the farm for more than a 
decade. This allowed for animals to be registered 
at not only the 50% recorded level but also many 
animals were identified at 75% and 87%.

The registration papers provide proof  
of  lineage, age and farm of  origin, thus creating an added value to well grown, healthy open and bred heifers.
